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DEAR COMMUNITY,

Obviously, the economy has been the big story in 2008 and 2009. The recession has dramatically affected many different
industry types, ours certainly included. But, for the purposes of this report, our primary focus is on the progress and
contributions that Central Indiana Community Foundation (CICF) and its two affiliates — The Indianapolis Foundation and
Legacy Fund of Hamilton County — have made in the past 18 months or so.

Generosity Abounds

The first three quarters of 2008 were some of the most generous months we have ever experienced. Gifts into new and
existing funds were on record pace as was grant money going out into the community. Over $40 million was distributed from
nearly 600 different funds and foundations. A wonderful example, over $600,000 was contributed to the city-wide funding
collaborative, Community Economic Relief Fund (CERF), with a lead gift from The Indianapolis Foundation as well as nearly a
dozen separate funds at CICF. These funds were distributed in late 2008 and continued in 2009 to address the growing
demand for basic services in our area. During the first six months of 2009, we’ve had the most generous grantmaking
(distributions from funds throughout the foundation to not-for-profit organizations) in our history with $22.4 million given
away from January to June. This is nearly a 10 percent increase from last year. Even in tough times, generosity abounds in
central Indiana!

Community Initiatives Expand

In 2008, the CICF Board adopted a new, long-term education focus, the College Readiness Initiative which will better assure
that our region is able to attract, develop and retain a ““knowledge economy”” workforce in the 21st century. We need to
make sure our youth are thinking about and preparing to succeed in high school and moving on to some sort of post-
secondary degree program. The College Readiness Initiative focuses on community-based programming so youth in grades 6
to 12 successfully complete high school and then go on to a degree program or institution. CICF has committed to provide
human, financial and influence resources to this initiative for the next 10 years. As one CICF board member declared, “we
need to maintain the community’s impatience around our (low) high school graduation and college entrance rates.” In 2008,
a $2.1 million grant from the Lumina Foundation for Education became our initial College Readiness Initiative investment.
Watch for many more investment opportunities and announcements in the future. Much of CICF’s work aligns with its three
Community Leadership Initiatives — Family Success, Inspiring Places and College Readiness. Read more about these
initiatives later in this report.

Organizational Status

The state of CICF’s institutional capacity is strong. Even with a sharp decline in our assets due to investment losses of 30% last
year, we maintain very positive long-term results and are optimistic about how we’re weathering this storm. Our annualized
10-year investment return is over four percent which is above many comparable investment indices. Good news is our 2009
cumulative investment return through the end of September is 18.3 percent. We have not had to reduce staff or, more
importantly, services to our donors and charitable organizations we serve. Grantmaking budgets are significantly smaller for
2009, but a high degree of analysis and assessment has been completed to make sure that our community investments are
focused on results and aggressive outcomes. We remain committed to our neighbors and our community to make central
Indiana one of the best places in the nation to live, work and raise a family.

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THE ECONOMY
Impact on Charitable Organizations

As it is in cities and towns across the nation, citizens of central Indiana continue to struggle under the weight of the economic
downfall, resulting in layoffs, business closings and record high unemployment. Social service agencies and staff are feeling
the stress of the unprecedented demand to serve old and new clients in dire circumstances with basic needs such as food and
housing. Lives were turned upside down, like the single mother of three who was laid off after 15 years of employment and
had never applied for any financial assistance in her life. One of her small children required home asthma treatments daily,
which is powered by electricity. After receiving a disconnect notice, she turned to the Crisis Office of the Catholic Charities
Indianapolis to see if they could provide assistance to help pay her delinquent electric bill. Or a man in his 40s, who walked
into the St. Vincent DePaul Food Pantry as a new client, and in a mumbled voice and close to tears, explained to the staff
member how difficult it was for him to come to the pantry and take free food to feed his wife and three children because his
union job no longer existed and he couldn’t find work.
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Our Community’s Response
The central Indiana community heard the cry for help. In December 2008, CICF and four leading central Get HElp.

Indiana philanthropic organizations (Lilly Endowment Inc, Richard M. Fairbanks Foundation Inc., Nina ) 5
Mason Pulliam Charitable Trust and United Way of Central Indiana) created a new $3.2 million fund, Don’t Wait!
the Community Economic Relief Fund, or CERF, to provide additional funding for human services to Call 2-1'1.
enable “first responders” such as community centers, faith-based organizations and homeless prevention
providers to help their neighbors in need. CERF grantees like the Crisis Office were able to provide the

single mother of three not only financial assistance to pay her overdue electric bill, but also aid to provide ﬁm

the family’s food and clothing needs. Through the help of CERF funds, St. Vincent DePaul’s Food Pantry

was able to stock additional food on their shelves for the unemployed father and hundreds like him who were faced with
choices no one should have to make. The community banded together and since the fund’s inception, health agencies
receiving CERF assistance have helped over 10,000 households with health-related needs such a filling prescriptions and
paying for doctor and dental care; over 7,600 households with direct assistance with housing, utilities and food; over
450,000 households — including 234,000 children and nearly 37,000 seniors — have benefited from food deliveries from
hunger-prevention programs, and 62% of households helped by CERF were new clients of agencies that were referred by
Connect2Help’s 2-1-1 telephone service, with housing, utility, food and health needs.

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Investments & Strategies
CICF’s investments in 2008-09

CICF has two investment pools: a short-term, cash pool comprised mostly of money market and mutual funds (no stocks) and
a long-term endowment pool. In 2008, the short-term pool had a 1.85% positive return. The endowment pool, which has
the majority of our investments, had a 31.1% loss for the period from January 1 through December 31, 2008. In each of the
past ten years prior to 2008, CICF’s portfolio returns have been among the very best of all community foundations (top 18%)
and routinely exceeded our benchmark expectations. Even though we sustained a significant loss in 2008, we retain our core
value of long-term investing for maximum, yet stable, growth over extended periods of time. The CICF endowment pool has
experienced gains since March 2009, with our cumulative year-to-date return estimated at 14.9% as of August 31.

We’re maintaining our commitment toward long-term investing and, for the most part, staying the course. Like everyone else,
our diversification strategy provided little shield against dramatic price declines caused by the financial turmoil. But remaining
diversified is important. Even in this environment, a great majority of our 71 fund managers outperformed their respective
benchmarks in 2008. Our big disappointments largely came from two funds: a fixed income manager who suffered losses by
holding subordinated debt of both failed banks (Lehman and Washington Mutual) for believing certain banks were too big to
fail. Another manager was significantly off their benchmark for US equities. The fixed income manager has been terminated
and the US equities manager is on a very short leash. The decision was also made to sever ties with the Fund Evaluation Group
and work with a new investment consulting firm, Cambridge Associates. In early 2009, we temporarily moved $40 million
from our endowment pool into the short-term, cash pool until there was more stability in the market. Currently, our Joint
Investment Board, under Cambridge Associates guidance, is significantly rebalancing our endowment pool for optimum
market position.

Investment Decision Making

CICF’s Joint Investment Board (JIB), represents leaders in the local investment community that are appointed by CICF, The
Indianapolis Foundation and Legacy Fund. The JIB meets regularly to set the percentage to allocate to each asset class and
guide performance. We work with investment fund managers proficient in a specific asset class to deliver top quartile results
and track their performance. We have been with many of our managers for over ten years, and have transparency as to our
holdings. Our former investment advisor, Fund Evaluation Group, assisted us for over ten years in strategy, manager selection
and monitoring performance. We look for a new level of advice now that the JIB has hired Cambridge Associates to fill this
crucial role. CICF invests in both marketable and non-marketable funds in order to reduce volatility and improve returns on
our portfolio. We take a long-term view; specifically, we structure the portfolio to achieve average annual returns in excess of
our granting spendable [5%0], fees and inflation [~3%] over a five-year horizon so philanthropy continues to happen even in
market downturns.

FUND HIGHLIGHTS
How Funds Happen
A Sampling of the Types of Funds Created in 2008 and the Variety of Donors Who Established Them

CICF works with its two affiliates, The Indianapolis Foundation and Legacy Fund, along with more than 600 other individual,
corporate and charitable organization funds to inspire and serve philanthropy in our community.

The Sablosky Family Foundation: private foundation transferred to donor-advised fund. Larry
and Lisa Sablosky established the Sablosky Family Foundation at Legacy Fund, a CICF affiliate, when
they closed their private foundation late in 2008. They transferred their private foundation assets to a
donor-advised fund with the same name in order to retain the joy of charitable giving but shift some

of the administrative responsibilities to Legacy Fund. According to Larry Sablosky, “Legacy Fund is an
excellent alternative to our private foundation which simultaneously benefits our community. We
realized we could gain far greater expertise in ensuring the impact of our charitable grants. Moreover,
Legacy Fund is helping us focus our philanthropy and is facilitating the involvement of our family, which
is very important to us.”

The RND Foundation and The RND Endowment Fund: corporate charitable giving
emphasized, organized and simplified. The RND Group, Inc, a successful, Indianapolis-based,
engineering and consulting firm, decided to devote a considerable portion of quarterly earnings to
charity. Tim DeFrench, president, said RND considered several possible ways to formalize their
corporate philanthropy, but liked the “turn-key” nature of a corporate donor-advised fund at The
Indianapolis Foundation, a CICF affiliate. According to Tim, all of the administrative and operational
details are handled by CICF, allowing RND staff to stay focused on the business of RND. CICF
researches potential grant recipients within RND’s interest areas so their staff can review and

recommend grant requests in an informative and highly efficient manner. The RND Foundation is a “pass- through” donor-
advised fund, meaning that 100 percent of the contributions RND donates to the fund can be granted to charitable
organizations recommended by RND. The RND Group also created an endowment fund, which will receive annual grants
from The RND Foundation and will exist in perpetuity to ensure RND’s generous legacy.

The Garatoni Family Fund: donor-advised fund to receive annual mandatory distribution from private foundation.
Larry and Judy Garatoni live in Mishawaka, Indiana, and have a private family foundation. They established a “companion”
donor-advised fund with CICF in order to accomplish some of their charitable goals. The Garatoni Family Fund at CICF will
receive a portion of the five percent distribution requirement from their private foundation. The family will recommend
grants from their CICF fund to support education initiatives in northern Indiana as well as the building and operation of an
orphanage in Africa. According to the Garatonis, they appreciate CICF’s expert advice in helping them accomplish their
charitable goals. They also look forward to availing themselves of CICF’s expertise in strategic philanthropic planning and
facilitating family meetings.

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Gleaner’s Endowment to End Hunger: charitable organization endowment established
with The Indianapolis Foundation. Gleaner’s Food Bank of Indiana is a great example of one
GLEANERS of the more than 130 charitable organizations that have teamed up with CICF, The Indianapolis
SERVING INDIANAS HUNGRY Foundation and Legacy Fund to create an endowment fund. In 2008, Gleaner’s established the
Gleaner’s Endowment to End Hunger Fund at The Indianapolis Foundation to further Gleaner’s
mission to help charities feed people in need. By establishing an endowment for the benefit of their organization, charitable
organizations gain CICF’s investment expertise and economies of scale as well as assistance with gifts of stock and other
planned giving tools and advice.

Howard Intermill and Marion Intermill Fenstermaker Fund: memorial fund established through
bequest of residuary estate. The Indianapolis Foundation was the grateful recipient in 2008 of the
nearly $2 million residuary estate of Marion Intermill Fenstermaker. Marion lived the glamorous life of a
MGM showgirl before moving to Indianapolis, where she lived for over 50 years. She believed in giving
back to the community and investing in the community where she lived.

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Legacy Fund of Hamilton County Highlights
Legacy Fund’s three-year strategic plan includes goal to reach $50 million by December 2010

In early 2007, the Legacy Fund board of directors unanimously approved a three-year strategic plan as part of Lilly
Endowment’s “Sustaining Resource Development™ initiative. That plan included Legacy Fund’s goal to reach $50 million in
total assets by December 2010. In 2007, Legacy Fund concluded a feasibility study that supported the goal of $50 million. In
2008, Legacy Fund has continued to implement several objectives of that strategic plan and was pleased to introduce the
following new marketing initiatives as part of a community awareness campaign.

‘ Legacy Fund for Hamilton County — a beautiful marketing piece highlighting Legacy
Fund’s rich history, its role in the community and pertinent facts related to donors, board
members, community leaders and grantmaking.

The Transformative Power of Philanthropy — a wonderful booklet filled with great
pictures and quotes highlighting seven stories of Legacy Fund grants to partners doing
transformative work in Hamilton County.

Donor Services — A Personal Approach to More Meaningful and Effective Giving —

a resource booklet highlighting the more technical aspects of how Legacy Fund works with donors — both families and
organizations — in the belief that together we can make a difference and improve our community and our shared humanity in
some way.

Last year was also an incredible year for new funds and opportunities to work with donors as 11 new funds were opened with
gifts totaling $10.5 million. To follow are just a small sample of the passion and generosity behind the new funds opened in
the last 18 months.

Michael Treinen Foundation was created in Michael’s memory by his family. Michael, a 2007 graduate of Noblesville High
School, was undergoing treatments for leukemia when through tremendous community support, contributions were made
to help pay for Michael’s medical bills; however, he passed away during his treatments. Through this foundation, Michael’s
parents, Tom and Kelly, and sisters, Meredith, Madeline and Michele plan to support cancer research and medical care along
with scholarships through Noblesville High School.

Coxhall Gardens Society Fund was established through an estate gift from Jesse and Beulah Cox

to support the ongoing operations and improvements to Coxhall Gardens, a 125-acre park located in
Carmel. In 1999, the Coxes gifted the property where they had lived since 1962 to the Hamilton County
Parks and Recreation Department with the hope that the land would be used as an “oasis amidst a sea
of homes.”

Coxhall Gardens includes the elegant “Centerpiece,” twin 90-feet bell towers, along with a recreation
lake, walking trails and a children’s garden. Plans for future development of the park include a

conservatory, reflecting pool, numerous specialty gardens and a museum. The museum will be housed in the mansion on the
grounds and will showcase antiques and other collectibles from the estate of Jesse and Beulah Cox. The third floor ballroom

will be restored and will serve as a space for receptions and meetings. The garage on the grounds will be transformed into a
catering area able to host small gatherings.

The George Fox Foundation was created by anonymous donors who were inspired after attending an event sponsored in
part by Legacy Fund featuring Charles Collier, a senior philanthropic advisor at Harvard University. The donors selected the
name of this fund to honor George Fox who was the founder of the Quaker religion.

CICF’s Community Leadership Initiatives

The Family Success Initiative & Making Connections is dedicated to breaking the vicious cycle of poverty and providing
self-sufficiency programs and services to lift up families with the will and the means to succeed. Through workforce
development, financial literacy, income supports and educational access, CICF with many other partners is helping hundreds
of families overcome obstacles so they can be a more productive, educated and successful part of our workforce.

The Inspiring Places Initiative is dedicated to making central Indiana’s built environment attractive and vibrant, connected
and engaged, and safe. From bike and pedestrian trails, to parks and arts and cultural amenities, having dynamic and
inspiring physical spaces are critical to successful communities. Through investments and leadership in making central Indiana
an appealing place to work and play, CICF is helping to attract and retain educated workers to our community.

Added in 2008, the College Readiness Initiative is dedicated to preparing low-income, first-generation students for
success in middle and high school as well as making sure they are ready to enter and succeed in post-secondary opportunities
and experiences. According to June 2009 research from CEOs for Cities, if central Indiana had 11,036 more residents with

a bachelor’s degree, it would have a $1.3 billion annual economic impact on our community. By strengthening college
preparatory programs, both in and out of school, CICF and its College Readiness funding partners are helping to grow the
“knowledge economy”” workforce.

CICF’s Combined Capital

CICF’s board and staff realize that its financial resources alone are not able to improve all of central Indiana’s quality of
life issues. The three Community Leadership Initiatives are crafted to achieve greater impact utilizing CICF’s combined
capital resources.

Financial Capital: Use grants dollars and co-investing opportunities with other funders and donors.
Influence Capital: Utilize the knowledge, experience and talents of donors, board members and staff.
Human Capital: Utilize the knowledge, experience and talents of our donors, board members and staff.

CICF continues to realize the benefits of combined philanthropic forces. With an eye to regionalism, we experience
exponential growth and tremendous efficiencies. Lives are changing. Communities are improving. And, philanthropic
investments continue to grow in spite of our nation’s current economic difficulties.

One family at a time...

In 2004, CICF and its affiliates — The Indianapolis Foundation and Legacy Fund of Hamilton County — along with other
CICF partners and donors began a long-term initiative designed to help families become more successful. It was created to
help stem the erosion and instability in our communities caused by the increasing gap in assets and income, low educational
attainment, dangerous behaviors, poor healthcare and destabilized families.

CICF’s objective is to help families overcome the obstacles they face in order to break the cycle of poor results — the working
poor who cannot meet their family’s basic needs; families one paycheck away from losing their homes or those who already
are homeless.

In 2008, CICF became the local partner for the Annie E. Casey Foundation’s Making Connections Initiative. Annie E. Casey is
a national foundation which works to serve vulnerable children and families and to build supportive communities. Making
Connections focuses on tough neighborhoods and works with resident leaders to see that families have increased earnings
and assets; and children are healthy and prepared to succeed in school.

Since 2000, Making Connections has been working in two Indianapolis neighborhoods — Martindale-Brightwood and
Southeast. The goals of Making Connections dovetail perfectly with the interests of CICF, presenting an opportunity to blend
these two initiatives into a larger and more seamless emphasis on quality community-based services.

The Indianapolis Foundation funds different community-based organizations throughout Marion County. This support enables
these organizations to increase their capacity in providing highly personalized services that enable more self-sufficiency among
the individuals and families they serve.

A new approach to helping the working poor

Pioneered by The Annie E. Casey Foundation in Baltimore, the Centers for Working Families
(CWF) is a best practice model to help low-income families reach financial stability and move
up the economic ladder. The Indianapolis Foundation recently made a significant investment
in the CWF network and provided direct financial support to fund four neighborhood cen-
ters which have adopted the CWF model — Southeast Community Services, John H. Boner
Community Center, Hawthorne Community Center and Mary Rigg Community Center. The
CWEF model is a comprehensive approach providing a full range of services in one location.

Gain and maintain employment and increase earnings potential;

Increase income by helping access public benefits and earned income tax credits; and
Increase financial literacy so individuals have the knowledge and skills to increase
long-term assets.
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Terri Ottinger is a single mother of two. She has always worked hard, but struggled financially and in 2004, she had to file

for bankruptcy. Soon thereafter, she enrolled in services at Hawthorne Community Center and began working with a financial
coach. She found a job with the help of staff at Hawthorne, and has since paid off over $2,000 in collection accounts accrued
after bankruptcy. Her last credit report showed an improved credit score of 630. Recently, Terri was approved for a $70,000
mortgage and closed on her home loan in February 2009. With help from Hawthorne’s matched savings program, she saved
enough to pay closing costs on her new home. Terri also completed a six-week tax certification class in November 2008, and
she now volunteers as a tax preparer at Hawthorne Center.

Since May 2009, an extreme makeover has occurred in the Indianapolis Martindale-Brightwood
neighborhood. This spring, the Emmy-winning TV program ““Extreme Makeover: Home Edition”
selected Bernard McFarland, Indianapolis Public School employee and single father of three
sons, to receive a new house and adjacent library/mentoring center. Builder Paul Estridge Jr.,
Legacy Fund board member, agreed to lead the construction, but only if he could build a home
appropriate to the neighborhood and contribute more broadly to the quality of McFarland’s

Martindale-Brightwood neighborhood. The effort expanded far beyond one home and sparked increased momentum
and plans for neighborhood revitalization. CICF and Making Connections Indianapolis partnered with Estridge to engage
neighborhood leaders, identify community needs and strategize future initiatives.

5,000 volunteers and contributions from 200 companies, more than 1,000 trees planted around the
neighborhood; free wireless Internet access for 450 homes; 100 computers donated to local Indianapolis Public School
students; 20 homes repainted, reroofed or rehabbed; 22 homes landscaped; 7 miles of streets, alleys, vacant lots and yards
cleared of trash and repaved; 2 homes demolished; 1 church with new siding; announcement of IPS School #37 as a
neighborhood community center; creation of the CICF Extreme Makeover Charitable Fund that is currently valued at
$4.7 million.

Windsor Village Park Family Center Opens
Transforming a neighborhood...

To the cheers of several hundred neighborhood residents and civic leaders, Indy Parks & Recreation proudly opened the doors
of its newest family center at Windsor Village Park on Indianapolis’ Near Eastside with a grand opening celebration in January
2009. The Indianapolis Foundation, a CICF affiliate, provided $250,000 toward the $2 million total project costs, catalyzing a
dynamic public/private funding collaborative.

A Collaborative Effort

What initially began as a feasibility study evolved into a centerpiece of revitalization for an economically depressed area
of Indianapolis. Originally, the community only had a 1,300-square-foot, one-room family center. Now, the new 12,000-
square-foot family center is a safe haven for the youth of the surrounding neighborhood. Area community organizations,
the Indianapolis Parks Foundation, the City of Indianapolis, and Synthesis Incorporated all collaborated to help create an
inspiring venue.

“Synthesis worked closely with the residents of Windsor Village to ensure the new facility would embrace social, cultural
and recreational needs of this tight-knit community,” said Jenelle Smagala, president of Synthesis Incorporated. (Synthesis
Incorporated is a firm that specializes in architecture, landscape architecture and interior design.)

An Inspiring Place

The center, with an abundance of natural light and vibrant colors, houses a gymnasium, computer lab, kitchen, game room,
fitness room, community meeting rooms, and a community family room providing space for residents to meet, interact and
socialize. The surrounding park will include a fitness trail, playgrounds, open lawn play areas and a playground. Many of the
mature trees and wooded fence lines on the property have been preserved, benefitting wildlife and the environment while
maintaining a green corner of the community.
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Convergence of CICF Community Leadership

The family center’s design and surrounding grounds are meant to inspire, while the services and programs align well with
CICF’s Family Success Initiative. The after school services help provide working families the support needed to improve their
economic situations; and the various spaces for social activities provide families the opportunity to spend time together and
with neighbors.

“This family center provides opportunities for health and wellness, social interaction, education and recreation for all the
residents of Windsor Village,” said Indianapolis Mayor Greg Ballard.

Along with The Indianapolis Foundation, other funders included the Nina Mason Pulliam Charitable Trust, Finish Line Youth
Foundation, Indianapolis Power & Light Co., Irwin Union Bank, Synthesis Incorporated and Safeco Insurance Foundation.

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Too few Marion County students advance to a post-secondary education.

Prepare low-income, first-generation students for success in middle and high school and make sure they are ready to
enter and succeed in post-secondary opportunities and experiences.

Did you know?
Out of 100 students who start 9th grade in Indiana, 70 will complete high school, and only 23 of these individuals will receive
a post-secondary degree by the age of 24?

These numbers are even more alarming in some Marion County school districts because some of our public high schools
consistently report notoriously low graduation rates. To continue to thrive as a community and to meet the demands of a
rapidly changing economy, we must encourage our residents to achieve higher levels of academic attainment.

In 2008, CICF’s board of directors launched a new education focus, the College Readiness Initiative, to address one of our
community’s most pressing needs — increasing education attainment rates.

rate of low-income, first-generation students that enroll and succeed in any post-secondary institution of higher learning.
Considering that children spend more than 70 percent of their waking hours outside of school, we realize that attention must
be devoted to improving out-of-school student support services.

Connecting youth to a caring adult to help navigate the college preparation process;

Supporting students to excel to their highest academic standard;

Identifying the appropriate post-secondary opportunities that will meet both the student’s and their family’s needs; and
Assisting with identifying financial aid that will support students’ post-secondary aspirations.



The mission of College Mentors is to motivate youth and communities to achieve their potential by fostering inspiration to
transform lives; education to change attitudes; and connections to increase opportunities. For over a decade, this innovative
non-profit organization has paired elementary school children with local college student mentors through their College
Mentors for Kids program; a program that exposes youth to the opportunities of higher education. Due to the generous
support from CICF and the College Readiness Fund, College Mentors for Kids expanded its programming to include middle
school students (6th-8th grade).

College Mentors for Kids has demonstrated a strong
impact on participating students in the areas of
behavior, academic engagement and goals for the
future. Teachers report that their students displayed
improved self-esteem since entering their class; and
children report that they have tried harder in school
since becoming involved in the College Mentor for
Kids program. Positive outcomes get better the longer
a child is in the program. Thanks to CICF’s investment,
youth will be able to participate for as many as eight
years, with the promise of tremendous returns for
youth and communities.

To improve college attainment rates in our community, CICF realizes that we must serve as a public champion to increase
capacity, performance and effectiveness of college preparation programs and to leverage additional human and financial
resources to support community-wide improvement strategies. In addition, we need to create and sustain a sense of
community impatience that fuels the public to elevate our community as a model for improving post-secondary attainment
rates.
