Efroymson Fellowship Frequently Asked Questions

What is your definition of contemporary?

The word “contemporary” can be described in limitless variations, particularly as it relates to art. For
the purposes of this fellowship program, we are looking for creativity, vision, and unique forms of
expression.

Who makes up the selection committee?

The selection committee will consist of at least five individuals. Committee members will be selected
based on experience, education and understanding of contemporary visual art. At least four selection
committee members will be recruited from outside of lllinois, Indiana, Michigan, Minnesota and
Wisconsin and at least one member of the Efroymson family will serve on the selection committee. So
that committee members do not receive unsolicited requests or appeals, the names of the selection
committee will remain confidential until after the fellowship recipients are announced.

How is the work reviewed?
All identifying artist information such as name and age will be kept anonymous. Any reference to an
artist’s identity will be removed from the application materials during the selection committee review.

All digital images and supporting materials are reviewed and scored independently by the committee
members. The applicants' identity on the online application site will be hidden from the reviewers and
only a unique confirmation number will be displayed. Finalists will be selected by the combined
average score of all reviewers. The committee will discuss all finalist applications via conference call
and determine the five fellowship recipients. Finalists may be asked to submit additional work

samples for review by the committee.

What is the suggested use of funds?
The fellowship is an unrestricted award and is designed to remove financial constraints that limit
productivity and creativity.

Eligible use of award funds include:
e Studio rental or living expenses
Rental or purchase of equipment or supplies
Travel for artistic research or to complete artistic work
Career or professional development
Contracted labor or assistants to complete work

Applicants must indicate specifically how the award will be used and also be able to demonstrate a
connection between the use of the fellowship award and their professional development.

Are there any restrictions on the use of funds?

The entire $25,000 fellowship award must be used during the 12 month fellowship between September
2014 - September 2015. Fellowship recipients must submit receipts with each interim report
documenting the use of funds. Recipients are responsible for paying any applicable Federal and State
tax resulting from this award. The recipient may use the award to pay any personal tax incurred as a
result of receiving the award.

Funds may not be used for debt reduction or activities or expenses outside of the fellowship timeframe.
Awards cannot be used to pay off debt, placed in savings accounts, or invested to be used at a later
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date outside the award timeframe. Funds must be used for the purposes proposed; any fellowship
modifications must be submitted in writing and approved by the Efroymson Family Fund Advisors.

If selected as a recipient, when will | receive the fellowship award?

The fellowship extends from September 2014 - September 2015. The award will be paid in three
installments: $10,000 will be paid in September 2014, $10,000 will be paid in January 2015 and $5,000 will
be paid in May 2015. Release of the second and third fellowship payments will be contingent upon
the submission of interim reports. Recipients are required to use the funds as proposed in their
application.

Can | apply with a pariner or as part of a group or artist team?
No. The Efroymson Fellowship program is to benefit individual artists. No collaborative or group projects
will be accepted.

Can | apply if | am not a U.S. citizen?
All applicants must provide required residency documentation. The fellowship is considered taxable
income so, if awarded a fellowship, you would also be required to provide a taxpayer ID number.

Is there a submission fee to apply?
No. Application submission is free.

Am | required to upload my images?
All applicants are required to upload images at cicf.slideroom.com.

Are there any specific image requirements?
¢ The optimal file size for good image quality and fast upload is approximately 1MB per image.
Your images will automatically be resized if they exceed 1280 x 1280 pixels.

¢ Image titles or work descriptions should not include your name. The selection committee will
review all work anonymously.

¢ A maximum of ten porifolio items will be accepted. Installation artists may submit one video and
seven images. Videos will be accepted if they are saved in flv, wmv, or mov format.

Will | be able to edit my porifolio after it has been uploaded?
Yes. You will be able to edit your portfolio until you click “Subbmit Portfolio™

Does it matter if | use a Mac or a PC?
No. The site is cross-platform compatible.

How do | properly prepare video?

Only installation artists will be allowed to submit video. Installation artists can submit one video and
seven additional images. Videos must be saved in flv, wmyv, or mov format. Please limit videos to
around 1 minute in length.

What if | change my mind about a slide? Can | delete images that | have

uploaded?
Yes. You can add or delete slides as you wish before submitting your portfolio. Simply click once on
the thumbnail you wish to remove and click the delete button.

If | stop half way through the upload process, can | finish at a later time?

Yes. Your progress will be automatically saved, and you can pick up where you left off at a later time.
Logging in with your email address and password will retrieve your account. Once you have submitted
your portfolio, no additional changes or additions will be accepted.

Will | be able to change my email and password?
Yes. Simply click "Account"in the header after you log in, enter your old password, change your
information, and click "Save." The next fime you login, use your updated information.
