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In keeping with the core values and
mission statement [ Included five faces
of different people surrounding a heart
shaped like a handshake, Within the
handshake you will see difterent color
skin tones, that represent equitable
opportunities for all. The five faces
represent the community, [ chose to
only show their faces and not their full
heads for aesthetic reasons. The heads
have an Art Deco-inspired circle around
them, and then around the Deco circle,
there is a flower of life symbol/circle
with vibrant colors on the inside. Some
cultures believe the flower of life symbol
represents the unity of all life and the
interconnectedness of all beings. I chose
my favorite African pattern as the
background for the final design element.
